I remember watching a television show about a high school that dug up a 
time capsule that students had buried 25 years earlier. They had buried it 
with the purpose of showing others many years later the trends of the day 
and how student life was at that time. It was a fun exercise and everyone — 
the current students as well as those now grown — laughed at the clothing 
styles, corny photos, and lack of technology from years ago. 
 
I wonder how the former students felt about how they had grown in those 25 

years. How many of them realized their high school dreams? Did they find 
their purpose in this world and feel fulfilled in life?
