COMMUNION FASTING

Question:
Do we need to fast for one hour before Mass, or one hour before
communion?

Answer:

The practice of fasting before receiving the Eucharist is a centu-
ries-old act of devotion that was once very different than it is
today. In the 1917 Code of Canon Law, for example, anyone who
wanted to receive the Eucharist had to fast from midnight until
the time of communion (even water and medications were forbid-
den). Over the following decades, the rules for the eucharistic fast
were relaxed, first by Pope Pius XII and, later, by Pope Saint Paul
VL

The current Code of Canon Law (1983) states very clearly: “A
person who is to receive the Most Holy Eucharist is to abstain for
at least one hour before holy communion from any food and
drink, except for only water and medicine” (Canon 919, §1).

And, in the case of those who are ill and the elderly, the rules are
even more accommodating, “The elderly, the infirm, and those
who care for them can receive the Most Holy Eucharist even if
they have eaten something within the preceding hour” (Canon
919, §3).

So, if we strictly follow the “letter of the law,” the fast is calculat-
ed from the time of Holy Communion and not the start of Mass.
However, when we remember why we fast — it is a reminder of
the deeper hungers of the spirit that our physical thirst or hunger
symbolize — we see that the issue is much bigger than simply
fulfilling what is called for by Church Law and tradition. Joining
fasting to our prayers and reflection before Mass is an opportuni-
ty to really center ourselves and to prepare our minds, hearts, and
bodies to welcome the One we receive in the Eucharist.

AYUNO De COMUNION

Pregunta:
(Necesitamos ayunar una hora antes de la Misa, o una hora
antes de la comunion?

Respuesta:

La practica del ayuno antes de recibir la Eucaristia es un acto
de devocion secular que una vez fue muy diferente de lo que
es hoy. En el codigo de Derecho Candnico de 1917, por ejem-
plo, cualquier persona que quisiera recibir la Eucaristia tenia
que ayunar desde la medianoche hasta el momento de la co-
munidn (incluso el agua y los medicamentos estaban prohibi-
dos). Durante las décadas siguientes, las reglas para el ayuno
eucaristico fueron relajadas, primero por el Papa Pio X1l y,
mas tarde, por el Papa San Pablo VI.

El actual Codigo de Derecho Canodnico (1983) establece muy
claramente: "la persona que ha de recibir la Santisima Euca-
ristia debe abstenerse durante al menos una hora antes de la
Sagrada Comunion de cualquier alimento y bebida, excepto
solo agua y medicinas" (Canon 919, §1). Y, en el caso de
aquellos que estan enfermos y los ancianos, las reglas son aun
mas placentero, "Los ancianos, los enfermos y los que los
cuidan pueden recibir la Santisima Eucaristia, incluso si han
comido algo dentro de la hora precedente" (Canon 919, §3).
Por lo tanto, si seguimos estrictamente la "letra de la ley", el
ayuno se calcula a partir del momento de la Sagrada Comu-
nién y no el inicio de la Misa. Sin embargo, cuando recorda-
mos por qué ayunamos — es un recordatorio de las ansias
mas profundas del Espiritu que simbolizan nuestra sed o ham-
bre fisica — vemos que el problema es mucho mas grande
que simplemente cumplir lo que se requiere por la ley y la
tradicion de la Iglesia. Unir el ayuno a nuestras oraciones y
reflexiones antes de la Misa es una oportunidad para centrar-
nos realmente y preparar nuestras mentes, corazones y cuer-
pos para acoger a aquel que recibimos en la Eucaristia.

Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

Who are you? This question was most assuredly asked of Jesus on the day of resurrection & it is a question asked of each of
us.
